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Our Global Mission Projects
Witness Season Goal - $42,000

Pakistan
Forman Christian College in Lahore $ 6,000
This school, founded by Presbyterian missionaries in 1864, serves as a light of
tolerance, a model of respectful cooperation, and a source of an excellent
education for men and women, Christian and Moslem. Once “the Harvard of the
Mideast,” the school suffered under government control for 31 years. Now
under a Christian Board again, the school is reclaiming its previous status. Our
funds will support the room, board, and tuition for five students.

Kenya
Kenya Partnership $ 5,500
Rev. Bernard Ondiek, educated in the US, teaches and trains lay leaders for the
pastorate at Ahero Bible Training Center and is the founder of Friends of Christ
School which feeds and educates over 600 orphans. Rev. Hasty and Dick
Olson visited this mission in 2007. Rev. Ondiek has been a guest of First
Presbyterian on two occasions. Our funds will insure continued training for
much needed pastors and provide food and supplies for the orphans at
the Friends of Christ School.

Brazil
Amazon Medical Mission Trip $ 4,000
The Independent Presbyterian Church in Brazil partners with other Christian
agencies to share the Gospel by delivering healthcare assistance and training
via an Amazon riverboat. Traveling Brazilian volunteer health teams provide
health, medical, and dental care; lead Vacation Bible Schools for children; and
conduct worship services in these remote communities. Our funds will
purchase medical and other supplies needed for the trips.

Haiti
Covenant Hospital in Mombin Crochu $ 3,500
The hospital is in a remote part of Haiti, not directly affected by the catastrophic
earthquake that decimated Port-au-Prince. But, to quote the Columbus Ledger-
Enquirer, “By boat or by bus, by bicycle and on foot along clogged and broken
roads, earthquake survivors streamed away from Port-au-Prince and its
landscape of desolation into Haiti's hinterlands ...” These conditions make
increased support of the Covenant Hospital in Mombin Crochu imperative. It will
be inundated with earthquake survivors. Our funds will purchase
medications and essential equipment and supply volunteer medical teams
that travel to work at Covenant.

North Korea
Bong Su Church Mission to the Hungry $ 1,500
Bong Su Church is one of very few Christian churches in Pyongyang, North
Korea, the largest city in the country (pop. exceeds 3 million). Despite the
oppressive society, the church witnesses by its noodle project. Our funds will
purchase wheat flour that a church-owned factory uses to make noodles,
which the church then cooks and serves to thousands of children and
senior citizens.

Guatemala
Flint River Presbytery Mission Partnership $
Our new presbytery partnership is with the Union Sinodica women'’s
organization of the Guatemalan Presbyterian Church (IENPG). We will work
with the national leadership (Obreras) of that organization, primarily in the
Western Highlands centered around Quetzeltenango and will involve both
Latina and indigenous Mayan women. Our funds will support the Obrera
program to promote education, leadership, and economic development
for women and their families.

Amanda Craft $ 500
Amanda is a PC(USA) mission co-worker based in Guatemala, who works
primarily with the women of the Guatemalan Presbyterian Church and will be
the primary liaison between the Union Sinodica and Flint River Presbytery. Our
funds will support her work and travel in Guatemala. Amanda lives in
Antigua with her husband, Omar Chang, who works in the medical mission field,
and their 8 month old son, Ethan Alexander.

Russia
Good News Baptist Church, Moscow $ 5,500
The Good News Church has been our sister church for over 10 years. Our
support in past years helped them purchase a “new” used van that can be used
for their travel to orphanages and the summer camps they hold for both their
own church children and the unchurched. Our funds will support their
ongoing mission to orphans, to others in need, and to church planting in
Moscow, as well as summer and winter camps.

Narnia Center $ 4,000
The principal mission of the Narnia Center is the publication and distribution of
Christian fiction for Russian children and youth. The Center also provides
leadership training for pastors, educators, and those who work with special
needs children. Our funds will help fund leadership training workshops for
these Christian educators.

Al and Ellen Smith $ 4,000
The Smiths are PC(USA) mission co-workers based in Moscow. Ellen’s primary
responsibility is to facilitate church partnerships between PC(USA) churches
and congregations in Russia and Belarus. She has played a key role in our
church’s partnership with Good News Church. Al's primary responsibility is
working with ministries to the Roma (gypsy) peoples in Russia who are
subjected to widespread discrimination. Our funds provide support for their
work and travel.

Presbyterian Frontier Fellowship $ 2,000
PFF mobilizes US congregations into global partnerships to establish and
support indigenous churches among unchurched communities and regions
around the world. An important arena for their work has been with unchurched
people in remote parts of Siberia. Our funds will support these ministries to
spread the Gospel in Siberia.

Gary Payton $ 500
Gary serves as the PC(USA) Regional Liaison for Russia, Belarus, Poland, and
Ukraine. In at capacity, he serves as a bridge between church partners and PC
(USA) mission co-workers in these countries. Our funds will help defray the
expenses of his extensive travel to Russia and elsewhere in the region.

Other Projects
Bible Training Centre for Pastors $ 2,500
What better way to fulfill the Great Commission in these difficult economic times
than to train committed Christians who are in and of the country they wish to
serve? Our funds help provide non-formal theological education in the
Swahili language to 1,261 students in Kenya, Tanzania, and Uganda. After
completing this 10-course curriculum, the trained pastors can become Christ's
emissaries to their fellow countrymen.

International Friendship Ministries $ 1,000
This local non-denominational Christian ministry partners with local churches to
reach out to internationals in the Valley area. IFM serves as a welcome and
referral center and offers language and art classes, Bible study, marriage
enrichment courses, international and seasonal dinners. Our funds will
support these outreach efforts that provide a Christian welcome and a
helping hand to those new to our community and our country.

Global Mission Outreach $ 1,500
This organization is an arm of Campus Crusade for Christ providing evangelistic
and discipleship websites on the Internet to respond to those searching for
answers about Christ around the world. Visitors to their sites may leave an e-
mail address and receive follow-up from a trained volunteer in any one of 100
languages. Our funds will support this far-reaching international ministry.

Dr. Kenneth Bailey is a Research Scholar and Lecturer in Middle Eastern New
Testament Studies. After university and seminary studies, Dr. Bailey completed

degrees in Arabic Language and Literature, Systematic Theology, and a doctorate

in New Testament. Ordained by the PC(USA), Dr. Bailey spent 40 Years (1955 -
1995) living and teaching in seminaries and institutes in Egypt, Lebanon,

Jerusalem, and Cyprus. For 20 of those years, Dr. Bailey was Professor of New
Testament and Head of the Biblical Division of the Near East School of Theology in

Beirut where he also founded and directed the Institute of Middle Eastern New

Testament Studies. From September 1985 to June 1995, Dr. Bailey was on the
faculty of the AEcumeni cal I nstitute for
title of Research Professor of Middle Eastern New Testament Studies. In June

1990, Bailey accepted an additional responsibility as Theologian in Residence with the Episcopal Diocese

of Cyprus and the Gul f. Dr . Bail eyds area of specialty
New Testament. In addition to more than 50 articles in English and Arabic, he has authored several

books, two feature length films, and over 100 video lectures, and has taught and lectured at seminaries,

colleges, conferences, and continuing education events around the world. His writings have been

translated and published in more than 20 languages.

In December 1995, Dr. Bailey and his wife, Ethel, officially retired and now reside in New Wilmington,
PA. In June 1997, he was installed as Canon Theologian of the Diocese of Pittsburgh of the Episcopal
Church, PA, where he continues his ministry of lecturing, writing, and recording in the field of New
Testament. The Baileys have two children, Sara and David.

Bainbridge "Bain" Cowell is an Elder of All Saints Presbyterian Church in
Columbus, member of Flint River Presbytery's Commission on Mission and
Evangelism, and member of the Presbytery's mission team for Guatemala. A retired
Foreign Service officer, he served at U.S. embassies in Belgium, Brazil, Dominican
Republic, France, and Luxembourg, at the Department of State, and at Ft. Benning
